In chief-mountains, an elk with branching antlers, a wagon, the Pacific Ocean, 
on which a British man-of-war departing, an American steamer arriving. The second­
quartering with a sheaf, plow and pickax. Crest-the American eagle. Legend-State of 
Oregon, 1859."

DETAI LED DESCRIPTION OF THE SEAL 

I. Our d ate o , ad mission to the Unio n as a st ate, 1859 , St. Valen t ine 's Day, February 14 . 

2. Thi rty-three sta rs in the sea l-Oregon was t hirty -th ird . state t o join the Union. 

3. At the top is the Federal Eag le-denoting the ~ ni on of States-Peace t hrough strength depicted 
by th e olive b ranch and the arrows . 

4. The fact that O regon was never wholly dominated o r governed by a fore ign power is depicted by a 
Br itish man-of-war leaving ou r sho res unde r full sa il while the Amer ican steamer is com ing t o our 
shores . 

5 . The setting sun , of course, denotes t he West.. 

6 . Our mount a ins are pictured and our ga me is represented by an elk standing on t he shore. 

7. Our indust ries are pictured by the st a nd in g t imbe r, by the bundle of g rain and the plow and a 
miner's pick lean ing against t he plow. 

8. The fact that we were settled str ict ly b y pioneer s and held by right of do mai n is pictured by the ox­
drawn covered wagon . 

9. O ur state motto " Th e Un ion" is inscri bed in raised let ters on the ribbo n at th e ba se of th e Sea l.
