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EAST OF THE CAPITOL
“The Circuit Rider” Memorial

As the 51st Biennial Session of the
Oregon Legislative Assembly convenes
in Salem January 9 1961 it is appropriate
that the attention of the legislators and
the public be called to the vivid reminder
of Oregon’s spiritual past that adorns the
State Capitol grounds in the heroic statue
of “The Circuit Rider,” presented to the
State by the late great citizen of Oregon,
R A Booth, the son of a pioneer circuit
rider in Oregon and the West. The statue
was unveiled April 19 1924 and the oc-
casion brought together eminent citizens
of that day, including many whose work
has made history for Oregon and the na-
tion and in this issue of Oregon Voter Dr
Burt Brown Barker has stirred our mem-
ory with a vivid word picture.

The statue, the work of the great
sculptor A Phimister Proctor is iiself 12
feet high and on a massive pedestal. It
is on the grounds East of the Capitol and
originally it faced to the East as is shown
by the inset vignette. On January 16,
1953, following the placing nearby on the
Capitol Grounds replicas of the statutes
of Dr John McLoughlin and the Rev
Jason Lee in Statuary Hall in the Na-
tional Capitol at Washington DC. the
three and a half tons of bronze in “The
Circuit Rider” were lifted and turned
around to face the new capitol and the
statues of Dr McLoughlin and Jason Lee.

Today “The Circuit Rider” is some-
what hidden by the foliage of the great
trees under which it is the constant re-
minder of the ‘spiritual past of pioneer
Oregon and the circuit riders of that day
of whom Dr Burt Brown Barker has so
feelingly written on the opposite page.

We recall briefly for this generation
the unveiling of “The Circuit Rider” in
1924. Walter M Pierce was Governor of
Oregon and the Commission he had ap-
pointed for the unveiling ceremony had
as its Chairman the late Dr William
Wallace Youngson long a figure of stat-
ure in the Methodist church and public
life in Oregon, a great patriot. Serving
with him were distinguished men of that
day, most of whom are gone. They were:

Wallace McCamant, Jay Upton, K K
Kubli, Sam Kozer, W B Ayer, C P Bishop.
Leslie Butler, Fred Boalt, E V Carter,
J K Gill, Eric V Hauser, B F Irvine, John
C Kendall, William Kuykendall, Frank
I Miller, Milton A Miller, Robert A
Miller, Richard W Montague, Edgar B
Piper, John L. Rand, Amedee M Smith,
W O Smith, John E Wheeler and William
D Wheelwright.

To arrange the reception for Mr Booth
and his immediate family was a com-
mittee composed of H S Gile, George P
Criffith and John H McNary. Charles H
Carey presided at the unveiling cere-
mony; Governor Pierce accepted the
memorial for the State and Joseph N
Teal made the Address of the Day on
“The American Pioneer.” Wallace Mec-
Camant led the assemblage in a Salute
to the Flag and the members of the
Grand Army of the Republic and the
Boy Scouts of America participated.

The four grandsons of Mr Booth un-
veiled the statue. They were Robert Pres-
cott Booth, William Prescott Booth, Rob-
ert R Booth Jr and Frederick Booth.

The letter to Governor Ben Olcott
written by R A Booth when he offered the
slatue to the state was read. It was dated
January 6 1921 and it expressed Mr
Booth’s appreciation of the work of the
ministers of the Gospel as “counsellors
and evangels of the pioneers on all fron-
tiers” and their work in determining the
boundaries of Oregon, which had prompt-
ed him to offer the memorial to the state.

There were other stirring events.
The Rev Dr William O Shepard, Bishop
of the Methodist church spoke on “The
Christian Ministers of the State”, men-
tioning améng others Francis Asbury
“prince of the circuit riders”; Robert
Booth “the Oregon Circuit” Rider” and
father of the donor of the heroic me-
morial; Jason Lee, David Leslie, Gus-
tavus Hines, H K Hines, John McKinney,
John F DeVore, Father Wilbur and T L
Jones. (Robert Booth the circuit rider in

.whose memory the late R A Booth pre-

sented the vivid reminder to Oregon was
born in England in 1820; came to Oregon
as a Methodist circuit rider in 1852 and
at 97 years of age died in July 1917.)

Among the pioneers who spent their lives in toil and hardships, none is more
deserving of honor than the circuit rider.

Like the country doctor, no clock ever registered the beginning or the end of
his day. No man-made rules told him when to come and when to go. No working
hours were to be found painted on his office door; they were engraved on his
heart. No call for help or comfort ever needed to be repeated—it was written
with radiant ink on the conscience, and shone with unerring brightness until the
mission was performed.

The Circuit rider knew neither day nor night. To him there were no seasons.
When the call came, the answer followed as the night the day. On the solitary
and lonely road he held communion with his God—no sun was too bright, no
darkness too black; no heat too intense, no cold too penetrating; no rain too wet,

BUSY SESSION AHEAD
But Many Experienced Members

The 51st Oregon Legislative Assembly
which convenes January 9 1961 faces one
of its heaviest programs of work in his-
tory, but among the 90 members there
will be 71 members with previous legisla-
tive experience and only 19 without state
legislative experience, although several
have been in local government.

There are five new members among the
30 members of the Senate but only two of
these are without legislative experience.
The new members in the Senate will be
Senators Al Flegel of Roseburg; Vernon
Cook and Thomas R Mahoney of Mult-
nomah county all experienced and E D
(Debbs) Potts of Grants Pass, Josephine
County and L W (Lynn) Newbry of Ash-
land, Jackson county, the last two being
the only Senators without experience.

In the House where 19 changes have
taken place there will be 17 without
experience. They are Representatives
Cornelius Bateson of Marion; Sidney
Bazett of Josephine; Kessler R Cannon
of Deschutes, Ken Maher, Bob Chappel,
Mel Gordon, Philip D Lang, Ross Morgan
and Mrs. E G Chuinard of Multnomah;
John R Dellenback of Jackson; Ed Elder
and Edward N Fadeley of Lane; William
F Gwinn of Linn; Sidney Leiken of
Douglas; Carrol Howe and George Flit-

craft of Klamath and Robert F Smith of
Grant-Harney-Lake counties. The new but
experienced members in the House are
Richard Eymann of Lane who served in
1957 and Emil Stunz of Malheur who
served in 1955 and 1957.

Of six women members of the House
(there were seven in 1959) only Mrs
Chuinard of Portland is without legisla-
tive experience. The experienced women
members are Miss Nancy Kirkpatrick of
Linn; Mrs Musa of Wasco, wife of Sen-
ator Musa; Mrs Juanita Orr and Mrs
Beulah Hand of Clackamas and Mrs
Grace O Peck of Portland. Missing from
the 1959 session in the women’s corps
will be Miss Shirley Field of Portland
who didn’t run for the Legislature but
sought the Primary nomination for State
Treasurer, and Mrs Evelyn Nye of Jack-
son who lost out in the November election,
although one seat from Jackson county
remains Republican with the election of
John Dellenback.

The House will be divided, 31 Demo-
crats and 29 Republicans as compared
with 33 Democrats and 27 Republicans
in 1959. The Democrats will organize
the House and Robert B Duncan of Jack-
son county, Speaker of 1959, is destined
to be reelected Speaker for 1961, thus
becoming, we believe, the first Speaker to
be reelected in succession.

In the Senate, Senator Harry D Boivin,
Democrat of Klamath seems certain to be
elected President of the Senate over Sen-
ator Alfred H Corbett of Portland, and
his election will be in coalition with Re-
publicans. Although the Senate will have
20 Democrats and 10 Republicans, neither
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Senators Corbett nor Boivin at this writ-
ing have enough (16) Democrats to as-
sure election. Senator Boivin seems con-
fident he has enough Democrats and
Republicans to be assured of election.
Conservative Control Apparent

The situation in the Senate would indi-
cate that the upper Chamber will be the
watchdog of spending as it was in 1959,
Senator Boivin being aligned with those
who sought to hold down appropriations
and taxes and Senator Corbett being sup-
ported by the more liberal spending
group favoring larger appropriations in
1959 that did not prevail over the tight
organization of the conservatives under
President of the Senate Walter J Pearson.

By occupations both chambers have
strong contingents of businessmen, the
Senate, counting insurance, accountants
and a publisher as “businessmen,” having
exactly half its membership experienced
in business. The Senate also has an ample
supply of lawyers, 10, with all experi-
enced in law-making.

In the House, including insurance men
and ranchers who operate business estab-
lishments also, half the members will be
identified with business. But, the House
is woefully short of lawyers, there being
only seven attorneys, and two of these,
Speaker Duncan and Clarence Barton, In-
terim Tax Chairman and likely to be a
majority leader will have little time for
the legal chores. This leaves only five
lawyers to carry the heavy and important

work of the House Judiciary committee
and give attention in other committees
where legal aspects of legislation are im-
portant and a lawyer is always helpful.
However, the House will have the benefit
of two members (Chappel and Elder) ex-
perienced in law-enforcement and there-
fore quick to catch legal loop-holes in
some bills.

Heavy Program of Work

The Interim Committees are coming
up with many Recommendations involv-
ing major legislation, in Taxation (with
the Senate leaders frankly and publicly
opposed to what is recommended) : in
Education where vast changes in the fqr-
mula for distributing the State Basic
School Fund is recommended; in a
Labor-Management bill certain to pro-
duce a fight; in Natural Resources, where
a bitter contest may develop on Fish and
Game and Recreation; in Criminal Law
where some more basic changes in the
criminal Code are sought; on Industrial
and Unemployment Compensation; in
Agriculture; in Welfare where the recom-
mendations will Tun counter to the Gov-
ernor’s recommendations on State Reor-
ganization of the Executive Department
and where state funds to meet conditions
of federal legislation for medical care of
older persons will have to be voted.

Oregon Voter readers will have ob-
served that this magazine has not sought
to confuse its readers with all the possible
proposals pending in the final Interim

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Recommendations which were put into
final form only 20 days before the session
opens. As these final recommendations
get serious consideration in bill form the
major aspects of law changes will be pre-
sented by this magazine.

But aside from interim recommenda-
tions the Legislature constitutionally and
for statutory progress faces important
business. One matter that has been given
little or no publicity in the press, is the
proposed change in the Commercial Code
(as contrasted with the Criminal Code)
in which some major recommendations
made by the Council of State Govern-
ments affecting all forms of business
transactions, contracts and agreements
will be up for change.

Reorganization, Reapportionment

In addition Reapportionment is a ma-
jor and knotty problem that the Legisla-
ture must solve on the basis of the new
1960 US Census and the Constitutional
provisions that makes concentrated popu-
lation, as distinguished from wide-spread
areas with scanty population, the key to

apportionment of representation in the
Legislature.

There is also the major step in State
Reorganization of its administrative gov-
ernment. By directive of the 1959 Legisla-
ture and almost common consent of those
acquainted with Oregon’s system of gov-
ernment, Governor Hatfield has prepared
a plan of reorganization with the aid of
an Advisory Committee, bi-partisan and
including two former Governors that will
require hours of work.

Then, by action of the voters the Legis-
lature is authorized but not directed per
se, to start revising the Oregon Constitu-
tion under broader provisions that have
heretofore existed, for submission to the
people and this will undoubtedly get un-
der way. It is a task that will require not
only hard work of the lawyers in the As-
sembly, but should have the most alert
attention of the rank and file of the legis-
tors and of the public.

Always a delaying action in which it
is difficult to satisfy all sections of the
state, the recommendations of the divided

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Education interim committee will have to
have the attention of the assembly’s mem-
bership generally, entirely aside from the
members to whom education is a fore-
most matter before the Legislature and
will be forced by professional educators.
The use of O & C land revenues now
being received by 18 counties, while 18
have no such revenue, to equalize the
counties’ tax income in determining the
proportion county school districts will
receive of state aid, and the proposal to
work out an omnibus property tax for-
mula by counties to equalize the discrep-
ancies between counties in receiving state
basic school aid, are major problems
when this difficult subject is tackled. The
hearings that will be required could be
almost endless.

Taxation May be Minor

By comparison with 1957 and 1959,
Taxation is expected by veterans of the
assembly in both houses, to be secondary
except for timber taxation among the
problems faced because, under the 1957
income tax law when the 1959 income tax
legislation was held up by initiative and
referred to the people and the 1959 legis-
lative act voted down by them, there has
been built up a surplus, which with state
administrative economies will be around
$35,000,000 at the end of the biennium in
June. The use of this surplus is antici-
pated in Governor Hatfield’s budget of
$358 million, without additional taxes an
increase of some $46,000,000 over the

abbott, kerns & bell co.
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1959-61 budget as finally passed. It is
possible the major attention to taxes will
be in adjusting present inequities and the
application of a 1% gross income tax
(after cost of producing the gross income
is deducted) as is recommended. But the
inventory tax replaced by a business
tax may get serious consideration, and
certainly any effort to eliminate from the
personal state income tax, the deduction
of US federal income taxes paid, will be
a Kilkenny at the session. The Interim
committee having failed to agree on a
timber tax compromise proposal by In-
dustrial Forestry Assn may mean a floor
fight.

Oregon Voter makes one final observa-
tion. It is that the Democratic party mem-
bers on the whole in control of the assem-
bly represent substantial wealth and
above-average income both in Portland
and upstate. This is not to say there is
not some substantial business and pro-
fessional income among Republican
members, but it is to say, member for
member, as contrasted with some previous
sessions, the Democratic members in-
clude a number with solid income, in

‘business or the professions and skilled

wage-earners who are in many instances
good sized taxpayers. This situation, in
our opinion, would indicate that extreme
action, disregarding economic facts, is
less likely to be attempted than in some
past sessions when the Democrats tried to
speak for the “have-nots”, the “down-
trodden” and the improvident.

The 1959 session continued for 115
days, Jan 12 through May 6 and the only
hope that this session can be shorter is
that the pre.session Interim Committee of
25 potentially influéntial members who
had a five-day couise before the session
opens in the state’s financial problems,
will have some influence in eliminating
tedious hours of instruction that had to
come after the session opened in the past.
This was a constructive action of the
1959 session and should be so recognized.

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GOVERNOR OF OREGON

Early in Term a National Figure

Mark O (for Odom) Hatfield, Repub-
lican, who after two years of his first
four-year term as Secretary of State be-
came Governor January 7, 1959, after de-
feating incumbent Democratic Governor
Robert D Holmes (by 60,000) was quick
to become a national figure after taking
office.

One reason was his youth (he’s now
38) and another was that he was one of
few Republican governors elected in
1958. He was talked of as a running mate
for another Republican governor, Nelson
D Rockefeller of New York elected in
1958, who was talked of as the 1960
Presidential candidate and because of
that prominence with national newspaper
and magazine publicity heavy, was chosen
to nominate Richard M Nixon at the Re-
publican convention where he was also
head of the Oregon delegation and in the
thick of the maneuvering to get Rocke-
feller to take the vice presidential nomi-
nation. Governor Hatfield’s nomination
speech in three and a half minutes, one
of the shortest of record, likewise won
national notice, publicized also as having
been written on the back of an envelope
(like Lincoln’s Gettysbhurg address) and
larded with alliteratives presenting Nixon
as a “man to match the momentous need ;”
with “courage in crises from Caraeas to
the Kremlin”; a “fighter for freedom”;

a “pilgrim for peace” and a man who
knows the “titanic tensions that test our
times.”

In two years Governor Hatfield con-
tinues in the political ascendancy nation-
ally; says he is going to complete his full
term without attempting to go to the US
Senate in 1962 against Morse; is talked
of for national consideration as presi-
dential timber in 1964 or 1968.

Domestically Governor and Mrs Hat-
field (Antoinette Marie Kuzmanich)
married July 8 1958 have bought and re-
furbished a home at 883 High Street
Salem (Oregon has no governor’s man-
sion) ; now have two children, Elizabeth
born July 1 1959 and Mark O Jr born on
Father’s Day June 19 1960; inaugurated
some afternoons and evenings at their
home that have had a fine public interest.

Governor Hatfield, because of his con-
siderable travel (largely on official or
state affairs) covering 145 days away from
office is getting notice and “needling”
questions from the press somewhat like
President Eisenhower’s golfing, but the
Governor gives a good answer. To OV
the travel issue is unimportant in view of
the efficient way he has handled his of-
fice and the considerable executive talent
he has shown for surrounding himself
with assistants on whom he can rely and
to whom he delegates work—a good test
of an executive. But his travel also points
up another important fact. It has shown
he and the Democratic President of the
Senate Walter J Pearson who is Acting
Governor in the absence from the state
of the Chief Executive, have reached an
official rapport in affairs of state with the
Governor confident that he may be away
without fear of political by-play. This is
important to Oregon, and OV judgment
is that as Acting Governor Senator Pear-
son has made a contribution to this im-
portant situation by his non-political
handling of official business.

Governor Hatfield has had some
achievements during his two years that
no doubt will be touched on in his mes-
sage to the Legislature. Briefly we note
he has made economies in departmental
operations of some $5,000,000; elimi-
nated “dead wood” within his authority;
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modernized machinery; moved ahead to
a plan of reorganization of state govern-
ment to go before the assembly; had
many judiciary and other appointments
to make (quite well accepted too) ; makes
a strong, forthright defense of his moves
when politically shot-at and within Ore-
gon’s very ambiguous authority of the
Governor, been Governor to the limit of
his authority. Unless the legislature stops
him he has definite plans for moves which
started some controversy, all well pub-
licized.

Not to be overlooked is the Governor’s
bold moves to establish new industry,
one of which is actually getting the
Boardman Park space age project set up
in Eastern Oregon.

Briefly, biographically: Governor Hat-
field was born July 12 1922 at Dallas,
Ore; graduated from Willamette 1943;
studied law and at Stanford received
Master’s Degree. Political economy and
science his field, he taught at Willamette
after 13 months in US Navy (Lt jg) at
Okinawa and Iwo Jima, being Dean of
Students 1949-1956. In the meantime
1950-54 member of House; to Senate
1954 for two of four year term, being
elected Secretary of State in 1956 de-
feating Democrat Senator Monroe Sweet-
land by 18,000. In Legislature he had
major committees mostly and a hand in
consequential legislation, some forward-
looking. He won OV’s high rating early
in assembly. Governor Hatfield is a
Moderator in Baptist church; Mason,
Shriner, active in civic affairs including
Rotary, American Legion and Cancer So-
ciety. Easy, articulate, speaker in con-
ference or on platform; his knowledge
of political history an asset.
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SECRETARY OF STATE

Hotwell Appling, Tr.

Howell Appling Jr who at 39 and
politically unknown was appointed Sec-
retary of State by Governor Hatfield in
January 1959 under rugged circumstances
and in November 1960 was elected on his
own, carrying, including Multnomah
county, all but a few counties, with an
overall majority approaching 70,000
against a well-known Democratic cam-
paigner (Senator Monroe Sweetland), is
a Texan Republican who adopted Oregon
in 1947 when he used his Navy mustering
out pay to establish a farm implement
business in Portland. In his two years in
office he has set some records for economy
in administration, modernizing state pro-
cedure in keeping records and in fighting
a rear-guard action against criticism cov-
ering everything from interpreting the
law on elections to providing Christmas
decorations at the Capitol. But the po-
litical novice, lean and lanky, and looking
anything but like the political figure of
magazine legend has come up smiling
and with a remarkable support from the
voters.

. +- It will be recalled Secretary Appling’s

appointment was something of a coup de
etat as Governor Hatfield in one breath
resigned as Secretary of State in January
1959 and in the mext or same breath,
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named Mr. Appling his successor and dis-
patched his aides on the run to swear him
in to complete the act while retiring Gov-
ernor Holmes was trying to name another
—a Democrat, Dave O’Hara former elec-
tions chief of the Secretary of State. The
Oregon Supreme Court confirmed the
Hatfield action unanimously on quo war-
rante proceedings initiated by Attorney
General Robert Y Thornton, Democrat,
and Marion county District Attorney Hat-
tie J. Bratzel, Republican. Hatfield had
resigned as secretary of state effective up-
on becoming Governor and the court said
that at that moment Holmes ceased to be
Governor. Under the measure approved
by the voters November 8 a similar situa-
tion might never occur again.

No Secretary of State ever took office
with so much fanfare and public interest,
which may have hoist Mr. Appling into
public notice in such a popular way as to
have made him known to the public out of
proportion to his political activity up to
that time.

Answering to the nickname “Tiny” Sec-
retary of State Appling is 6 feet 314
inches tall but a trim 178 pounds or less.
His administrative ability is not by acci-
dent. He is an engineering graduate of
Rice Institute (Texas) and did advance
work in industrial management at Texas
A & M. At Rice Institute he made an all-
time record in winning 23 intra-mural
athletic championships covering almost
all sports offered. He was “downright
astonished” when he was named Secre-
tary as his sole political activity in Oregon
had been to serve on the Hatfield commit-
tee in Multnomah county. Some writers,
stretching a point, say his career is in the
best American tradition of “rags to
riches” mainly because he says he was
born “of poor but honest parents.”

Secretary Appling, now 41, was born
at Carthage Texas Sept 15 1919. He
worked his way through college as a dish-
washer, welder, gang laborer, boiler
maker’s helper and undergraduate man-
ager of athletics. He received his BS de-
gree in engineering in 1941 and from
1943 to 1946 (March) was an Engineer-
ing officer in the US Navy which included
Planning Officer, Industrial Management,

and as a Naval Attache (Lieut sr gr).
After the war he settled in the Northwest
working in industrial plants; became a
partner soon after in the firm known as
Independent Distributors of Portland
which in a few years grew from a two-
employe firm to one doing an annual
volume of $3,000,000 in Oregon, Washing-
ton, Idaho, California and Canada. Upon
taking state office he was a Director in
the National Farm Equipment Whole-
salers Assn; director Portland Implement
Tractor Assn; member Associated Oregon
Industries, Chamber of Commerce; past
member of the PAL board; a United
Fund campaign worker and had been co-
chairman of the Mult County Hatfield
Committee.

Married, Mrs Appling was Jane Eliza-
beth Jones; they have four children Janet
16, Beverly 12; Michael 10 and Beth 5.
They are Catholic, (Secretary Appling a
convert on marriage) members of St.
Thomas More Parish, Portland while in
Portland ; now living at Salem.
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STATE TREASURER

H C Belton, Appointed, Elected

Howard C Belton, Republican, of Can-
by, farmer banker and business man who
for nearly a quarter of a century was a
towering figure in the Legislature, one
term in the House (1933) and with 20
vears in the Senate (1939 through 1958)
was elected State Treasurer in November
after being appointed in Jan 1960 by
Governor Hatfield when Sig Unander re-
signed as State Treasurer to accept the
President’s appointment to the Federal
Maritime Board in Washington.

In the election State Treasurer Belton
carried 23 counties and won by 36,538
over a formidable opponent, Democratic
State Senator Ward H Cook, the state
having 75,000 margin in Democratic
registration.

Mr Belton’s appointment by Governor
Hatfield was recognition of his ability in
public finance shown in his long stand for
tax economy and conservative state
spending. The Governor publicly stated
Mr Belton “would be a bulwark against
runaway budgets.”

Mr Belton had been President of the
Senate (1945) and was acting Governor
for 93 days when the late Governor Earl
Snell was away. He shared with the late
Dean Walker Senate leadership for sev-
eral sessions and from his experience in

banking in Canby and Oregon City ini-
tiated changes in the banking laws to
limit bank loans to bank officers and
directors. Often on the Emergency Board,
with service also on the State Land Board
and on the Ways and Means committee
of which he was Senate Chairman in 1957,
he knows state finances. In 1948 he was
the Republican nominee for State Treas-
urer losing to Walter J Pearson, Demo-
crat, by a scant 3,000 votes. He has often
been urged to run for Governor. His legis-
lative work covered many of the major
committees including Chairman of the
Interim Tax Committee and of Financial
Affairs, among others. His knowledge of
state institutions which he made it his
serious business to know about, has made
him a valuable member of the Board of
Control. In the 1960 campaign for elec-
tion, as in the legislature, Senator Belton
left no doubt where he stood. He made it
plain he would support programs “genu-
inely needed” and that he never believed
“all taxpayers should suffer to support
iringe programs prepared for the direct
benefit of only a few select citizens.” As
State Treasurer he has paid weekly visits
to the state institutions and has worked
out administrative savings running into
some hundreds of thousands of dollars
annually, and as the chief financial officer
of the state’s investing program has set
this year a high mark for invested earn-
ings on state funds.

State Treasurer Belton became a fix-
ture in Oregon almost by accident. Shortly
after the turn of the century he arrived
in Portland at age 19 on the Steamer
Bear from San Francisco en route back
to his native state, Iowa to enter the
famed agricultural college there. But, he
liked Oregon, entered OAC (now OSC)
and in 1915 was graduated with a degree
in Agriculture. After working for others
for a time he turned his savings to acquir-
ing a farm of his own and now owns two
farms in Clackamas county near Canby
and a 400-acre stand of timber. He be-
came a leader in agricultural organiza-
tions; served on school boards, formerly
on the boards of two banks at Canby and
Oregon City and on the boards of the
Canby Phone association (from which he
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recently also retired) and the Butteville
(farmers) Insurance company. He is a
past president of the State Association of
Mutual Insurance Companies. He became
a trustee of Lewis & Clark college, was
delegate to three Republican national
conventions (1944, 52 and 56) was active
in Rotary, the Farm Bureau and the
Grange, and on the Executive Committee
of the Oregon Cancer Society; served
with his local chambers of coramerce and
other civic organizations. In 1946 he was
Chairman of the Oregon delegation to the
President’s Highway Safety Conference.
His state service also included being on
the State Flax and Linen Board, an
especially active group in the depression
of the thirties.

State Treasurer Belton, as he ap-
proaches 68 is in full vigor, abstemious
and a non smoker, physically active on his
farm. He was born at Algona, lowa Jan
2 1893 and had his boyhood on an Iowa
farm, with a short time in California.
Married Mae Brown in October 1917 and
settled on the farm at Canby where they
have continued to live. They were the
parents of four children, three surviving,
a son and daughter married and living in
Oregon and one son doing graduate work
at Oregon State College. Member of the
Presbyterian church; Mason (32nd de-
gree) Scottish Rite and Shrine and Order
of Eastern Star; Sigma Phi Epsilon fra-
ternity and a Life member of the Oregon
State Dad’s Club. Long ago Cregon Voter
appraised him as “rugged of principle,
abstemious, courageous, independent in
decisions and voting, highly esteemed.”

Robert Y Thornton Wins Again

Robert Y (Bob) Thornton, Democrat,
Attorney General of Oregon, carries on
into his third term by virtue of his 1960
' 2 =  win, for the second
time, over State Sena-
tor Carl H Francis,
Republican of Dayton,
380,385 to 352,229,
some 28,000 votes
fewer than the 56,000
margin he polled in
their first campaign
in 1956. Thornton was
first Democrat to hold the office of At-
torney Geaneral of the State when he
defeated John B McCourt, Republican, by
a margin of some 14,000 votes in 1952.

The Attorney General won his latest
victory the hard way, having had to over-
come adverse criticism from important
sources on the conduct of his office in-
cluding that of both Democratic and Re-
publican governors who sought outside
legal advice at times. Organized labor,
which endorsed him in 1952, switched its
endorsement in 1956 and in the more
recent election to Senator Francis, one
of the few Republicans so recognized.
However, votes are what count and he
again demonstrated his ability in that
department against a worthy opponent.
He lost by 17,061 votes to Walter Nor-
blad, R, in their 1958 contest for Oregon
Representative in Congress.

He recently engaged in unsuccessful
legal effort at Wash DC to block removal
of Pacific Northwest regional postal
headquarters from Portland to Seattle.
The office of Attorney General also may
become involved in legislation to make it
appointive. It is part of the Executive
{not Judicial) branch.

“Bob” Thornton was born in Portland
Jan 28 1910 and after elementary and
high school education here earned his
way through Stanford, University of Ore-
‘gdbn and George Washington University
(Wash D C) Law Schools. Began as law
clerk to a U S Judge; did legal work for
Congress; co-authored a standard refer-
ence work on the U S Constitution;
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served as Asst Solicitor U S Dept of the
Interior. Served five years in Army In-
telligence im WW II (Lt Col). Prac-
ticed law in Medford and Tillamook,
where he was City Atitorney and was
elected Tillamook County’s Representa-
tive in Ore Legislature with service on
Judiciary, Agriculture and Military Af-
fairs committees. Married Dorothy Hab-
erlach of Tillamook; one son. Active in

civic, youth and Episcopal church af-
fairs; member of Bar Associations, Amer-
ican Legion, Portland City Club, VFW,
fraternal orders and on Board of Salem
YMCA et al. Speaks Japanese; has many
high-minded interests for some of which
he has been nationally honored and in
the last biennium has been especially ac-
tive in crime prevention conferences on a
state and national program.

A native of Aalesund, Norway, born Oct

31, 1908, Commissioner Nilsen came to
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the United States as a boy; has resided in
Alaska, but Oregon his home, with resi-
dence in Klamath Falls, Pendleton, Al-
bany and Salem and principally in Port-
land where he attended Joseph Kellogg
grade and Benson Polytechnic high
schools. He began his working career as
an indentured apprentice in plumbing;
served from 1947 to 1952 as state director
of apprenticeship in the Oregon Bureau
of Labor, and retired to establish partner-
ship in a Portland plumbing business in
which he was successful. He is a navy
veteran of World War II (Eniwetok, Sai-
pan) ; subsequent to serving in Federal
Labor Dept as chief instructor in war
production training in Portland; held
teacher’s certificate.

Commissioner Nilsen’s service includes
US Dept of Labor as field representative;
as chairman of the Examining Committee
of the Plumbers Union; as member of the
Portland Plumbing Board of Appeals;
Board of Health Examining Board of
Plumbers; secretary of the Plumbers
Union, Klamath Falls; on the State Board
of Vocational Rehabilitation and the Civil
Service Committee, Portland, and as a
director of the Oregon Building Congress.
He was State Chairman of the 1960 Hu-
bert Humphrey-for-President committee
and was an unsuccessful candidate at the
May primary for delegate-at-large to the
Democratic National Convention.

The commissioner is married, father of
two children; a Protestant and member
of the Sons of Norway and Eagles lodges.

Served as Municipal Judge, Gresh-
am, 1952 and 1953. Member of Oregon
and US Bar, NACCA, Elks. Wife, Beryl,
and three children—one girl, two boys.
Past President of Young Democratic Club
of Oregon, NW Regional Director Young
Democrats of America; Finance Chair-
man of Multnomah County Demo Central
Committee, and Registration Chairman
for Party of Oregon (1960).

In 1951
and part of 1952 was asst gen counsel for
Defense Electric Power Admin, Washing-
ton, DC . . . was commissioner Portland
Housing Authority . . . past secy and
board member City Club . . . Boys’ and
Girls” Aid . . . bd member Visiting Nurse
assn, active in Chest, Red Cross, Art
Museum and World Affairs Council of
Oregon.

Born July 22, 1915. . . local schools and
degree from Harvard 1937, prior to Yale
Law ... married Nancy deCanizares 1939,
5 children . . . member Bar assns, Legion,
VFW, AVC, Eagles, Unitarian ch. . . been
demo precinct committeeman . . . unsuec-
cessful demo candidate for Congressman
1952 . . . alive to social and economic
problems, finding most appeal in those of
“liberal” aspect. No casual Democrat dur-
ing 1956 he was co-chairman of Oregon
Stevenson for President Committee, and
same position with Ore Volunteers for
Stevenson-Kefauver. In 1960 was elected
delegate to Demo National Convention.

In both 1957 and 59 sessions Senator
Corbett was chairman of the Ways and
Means committee, in 1959 vice chr Agri-

Failed by hairline of 92 votes to
make the House on previous try in 1956.
Currently is National Democratic Com-
mitteewoman. No relative of Senator Alf
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Corbett whom she helped elect. Person-
able and is credited with lots of common
sense to go with her glamor. While teach-
er in Woodlawn school met husband at
Art Museum both taking courses in de-
signing, sculpture and painting. (Her
husband of the Montana Corbetts is an
engraver.) Mrs Corbett has been vice
chairman Mult Co Demo Cent Com, and
on Executive Board of Demo Party of
Oregon as Credentials committee chair-
man. In 1954-55 was Pres of Young Dem-
ocrats of county and served on National
committee ; also liaison on exec com Jane
Jefferson club; sec-treas Hells Canyon
assn in Mult co; managed Edith Green’s
campaign for Congress in 1954 and has
been a staff director of party in state. At-
tended Reed college after Irvington
grade and Grant Hi and took her degree
at UofO in 1948, with additional work at
Marylhurst. Member Ore Prison Assn;
Urban League, Amer Assn Uriv Women
and Portland Women’s Forum. Is listed
in Who’s Who of American Women.

Born July 17 in Seattle and you’ll have
to guess the year. Married Jan 17 1948
and shortly after was stricken with spinal
trouble and was bed-ridden six months
and some years later emerged from an
auto accident with injuries, all of which
she has recovered from in sprightly way.

With her mother Mrs
M R Reckard helps run a hardware busi-
ness. With labor’s support in Senate race
which she missed getting in House con-
test, Mrs Corbett ran up more than 1060.-
000 votes. Is interested in investments and
wants better protection for women in-
vestors. Her program has been for a hal-
anced and fair tax program, relief in
property taxes, with good climate for in-
dustry and progress and fair labor legis-
Jation. Has an interest in advancing re-
tarded children. A sidelight on her abil-
ities — she can write, professionally.
Served as Ch Election and Privileges, v
ch Education and on Financial Affairs,
Welfare and Rules in 1959; currently on
Interim Tax; ch sub com on Old Age As-
sistance of Interim Welfare committees.
Quite strong party woman in voting but
gives leaders occasional doubt.

AL FLEGEL
Senator 1961-63, 4th District, Douglas Coun-
ty. Representative 1957, 59. Democrat. Trans-
fer and Storage firm owner. Box 1065, Rose-
burg.

Moving up to the Senate after two
terms in the House, Al Flegel, 54, mem-
ber of the widely known Flegel family.
could very well speed up floor procedure
in the upper chamber, as he made quite
a reputation in both House sessions for
knowing when an issue was “talked out”
and moving the previous question. Affable
in controversy, he has little patience with
trivialities and after good committees in
1957 including Education, as v ch, and
Highways including Interim on High-
ways, carried Education committee in
1959 as Chairman, was Vice Chairman
of Highways and had also Mining and
Forestry. Likewise he was Vice Chairman
of Interim Education Committee and will
be an articulate spokesman when the
gnarled education recommendation comes
up this session with its changed formula
on Basic School support and a try for
129, or thereabouts of the O & C funds.
He is in our opinion one of the fastest
workers in the clutch on legislation in
which he is interested. We look for him
to be allied with the conservative cause
in the Senate and is reputedly for elect-
ing Boivin for President, but he will be
the first to tell the conservatives when to
be flexible. When he prevails on the floor
it is wondrous to see the smile spread
over his face as he takes the sting out of
whatever the opposition feels, but when
he’s crossed up on the floor or in com-
mittee there’s something like steel on
flint flashing in his eyes. He expects legis-
lators to know what they are arguing
about, with facts, and if you don’t know
you'll get short shrift! In the House he
had been talked of for Speaker and when
he occupies the chair things move. He
goes into the Senate with a 1000 or more
margin over his doughty Republican op-
ponent in the election and in his House
confests always had to win out over good

‘ opponents.

Senator 1959-61; 9th District, Yamhill Coun-
ty. Republican. Representative 1943, 45, 47,
49, 51 and 53; senator 1955, 57, 59. Lawyer,
Dayton.

Having lost out but by reduced margin
in his second try to be elected Attorney
General, Carl H Francis remains as a
holdover Senator who has had six terms
in the House and will be starting his
fourth in the upper chamber, after a
vigorous two years as Chairman of the
Interim committee on Criminal Law. He
had both Republican and Democratic
nomination for the Senate with support
of Labor, one of few Republicans so se-
lected. After colorful youth became
mayor of Dayton and reelected for seven
terms probably second youngest in nation
in first term; generally not challenged by
any opponent in either party and had

City Fire Fighter; 230(31. NE 12th ave Port-

land.

William A Grenfell Jr, once youngest
member of House moved up to Senate in
1958 for 1959 session as its youngest
member, taking one of two seats formerly
held by Phil Brady Democrat and Rudie
Wilhelm Jr Republican who did not seek
reelection, and led his ticket in election
when late A A Horsfeldt and Mrs Har-
riet P Krause Republicans lost out. Sen-
ator Grenfell has strong labor, veterans
and education support. Is nephew of ex-
fire chief Grenfell and this well-known
good name no doubt a factor in his elec-
tion, a fact the Senator is proud of and
since it never has been smeared or
smirched says he does not intend to dis-
credit it in any way. His father and

being the other member of upper cham-
ber.

In House in 1955 and 1957 Senator
Groener was among the positive, quick-
witted and aggressive members showing
independence and unwilling to be sub-
servient to the administration.

One of the few Republicans elected to
the State Senate in 1956 and the only Re-
publican Senator elected (reelected) in
1960 who had Democratic opposition with
a majority in excess of 10,000 a notable
feat in a county with 48,800 registration
in both parties, John D. Hare at 51 returns
to the assembly confident that his consti-
tuents support his sound economy, con-
servative views and outspokenness. OV
hopes it doesn’t offend when we refer to
him commendably, as the Barry Goldwater
of the State Senate.

JEAN L LEWIS
Senator 1961-63, 12th District, Multnomah
County. Representative 7th District Multno-
mah County 1955. Senator 1957-59. Democrat.
Lawyer. Residence 7700 SW 27th ave; office,
Public Service Bldg, Portland.
The only woman to have served on the

Ways and Means Committee and the
Emergency Board (if memory is correct)
is Senator Jean Lewis of Portland, just
re-elected third high from Multnomah
county. In private life she is Mrs H W
Lewis. She served with distinction in the
House in 1955 and was elected for the
four-year term in 1957-61. In the current
interim she has been a member of the
busy Interim Committee on Education
and on Emergency Board. In the 1959
session few were busier or harder-work-
ing as she was Chairman of powerful
Rules and Bills; Vice Chairman of Ju-
diciary, on Ways and Means (a diligent
worker indeed) on State and Federal Af-
fairs and Legislative Counsel, to say noth-
ing of having been quite a floor parlia-
mentarian when the impatient and the
intrepid were in a hurry. In 1957 session
her assignments were likewise note-
worthy: Chairman Rules, vice chairman
Education, on Judiciary, Welfare, Ways
and Means and Institutions.

In the Senate Mrs Lewis is the out-
standing humanitarian voice on the lib-
eral side but with understanding of the
legal and economic facts not so apparent
in others. A tremendous worker, earnest
and persuasive floor speaker, affable in
controversy, earnestly extreme on some
issues and keen on procedure. Her clear
explanation of bills probably better than
those of the keen analysts in the lobby
and in state departments; discriminates
between party politics for principles as
against politics for advantage. We have
previously said, and say it again, she has

been the Portia in the Senate for human
rights with a keen legal facility, particu-
larly effective with a gentle voice, an
excellent thing in women in private and
public life. Her career has been interest-
ing. Labor urged her to enter politics.
Mrs Lewis has practiced law in Port-
land since 1940 and has served as Mult
Circuit Judge pro tempore, substituting
for Judge Long in domestic relations.
From 1940-43 she was enforcement attor-
ney in difficult rent division OPA, then
senior attorney in office of General Coun-
sel US Treasury Department. In earlier
career clerked in department store, was
secretary in State Ins and Real Estate
Commissioner offices; admitted to prac-
tice all Oregon courts, Nebraska and US
Supreme courts. Has been leader in Girl
Scouts, including troop in Washington
and GS Council in Omaha, where she was
located 1946-47 . . . ARC and Civilian
Defense speakers’ bureau, Hoover Report
Citizens com, governor’s com on Children
and Youth, UF drive . . . Bar assns, Inter-
Am Bar, Phi Delta Delta, 1st Presby ch.
Born July 17, 1914 in Portland . . . Lin-
coln Hi, UofO extension work, Am Univ
and Georgetown U, both of Washington,
with LLB Northwestern CofL . . . in 1944
married H W Lewis, WWar II vet, and
they have daughter . . . dear to them.
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THOMAS R MAHONEY
Senator 1961-63, 12th District, Multnomah
County. Senator 1939 through 1951. Demo-
crat. Lawyer; 510 Oregon Bank Building,

Portland.

Thomas R Mahoney, 14 years in the
State Senate (1939 through 51) and in
1942 a candidate for Congress (giving
Homer Angell a close run) and in 1956
for Circuit Judge, returns to the Senate
for a new four-year term in the all-Demo-
cratic Multnomah delegation in the upper
chamber. Not only an expert parliamen-
tarian (youngsters should watch their
step) he is also a persuasive floor speak-
er, fast thinker, legally keen and a suave
and skilled fighter.

In fairness to him and because of our
sometimes critical appraisal of his spirited
ways in his younger years, we add we be-
lieve he returns to the Senate mellowed
and more mature. He will be found in the
Boivin group in organizing the Senate, but
will be working for party unity and should
have some good committees if Boivin
prevails.

In 1954 he had a hand in closing the
breach between the Sweetland-Morgan-

Neuberger faction and that composed of
Senator Pearson, himself and others. In
the present division, although he differed
from Senator Straub who as Chairman of
the State Democratic committee wanted
the unit rule to prevail in organizing the
Senate, his effort to get party unity before
the breach became public, was recognized.
In the 1949 and 51 sessions he was Demo-
cratic leader.

Few will remember but prior to 1938 he
was a Republican, and tried for the House
three times. Then as now he was a good
vote-getter. Later he was one time runner-
up to vote-getting Walter Pearson and in
the 1960 Primary was second and in the
election fourth high.

Senator Mahoney served in Infantry in
World War 1, is a past pres of American
Legion; has been chairman of the Ameri-
canization Comm; is staunchly patriotic;
in 1936 demanded withdrawal of Russion
recognition ; favered barring communistic
publications from the mails; urged salute
to the flag daily in public schools. Not-
withstanding his occasional labor support
boldly supported late Mayor Carson in the
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longshore strike and headed the movement
to stop the recall during the strike. Fra-
ternally he is a member of Elks and Eagles
and is a member of Portland’s Lang Syne
Society. On the way up in the law he was
ass’t branch manager of an import-export
firm, a RR ticket clerk and a stenogra-
pher; grad of Christian Brothers college
and of NW Col of Law, practicing since
1924,

In the Senate he was co-sponsor with the
Neubergers (and most effective) of the
oleo law, active for milk control law re-
peal; championed small business and
workers (5-day week and expanded unem-
ployment compensation) senior citizens
and teachers, public employes and war
veterans.

satisfaction in coming back, re-elected
again, to the Senate for another four-
year-term, as he may see one of his
cherished hopes (A Tax Appeals Court)
up again, this time in improved form on
Interim Commitiee recommendation. His
and Mrs Musa’s bill (HB23) passed in
1959 but fell under the Governor’s veto.
With Tax Commission State Bar and
CPA’s having a hand in present impend-
ing legislation may fare better.

Senator Musa impressed us with grow-
ing stature and independence in 1957 and
1959.

In
past sessions has been Vice Chr Roads
and Highway com; served on Commerce
and Utilities, Financial Affairs, Alcoholic
Traffic, Agriculture and Chairman Nat-
ural Resources and Chr Interim Com Nat
Resources, and on Executive Appoint-
ments and Oswald West Memorial. Good
party man but not extreme in views;
speaks easily but not too often; we differ
from him on some fundamentals but rate
him serious, able and conscientious Sen-
ator.

Senator 1961 (by appointment to complete
term of Dr Edwin R Durno, elected to Con-
gress), 5th District, Jackson County. Repub-
lican. Orchardist, Ice and Cold Storage.
Ashland.

L W (Lynn) Newbry, son of the former
Secretary of State 1947 through 57, State
Senator (1943 through ’47) and Repre-
sentative (1939, *41) Earl Newbry, comes
into the Senate for the 1961 session by
appointment of the Jackson County Court
to complete the term of Dr Edwin R
Durno, Republican, who in November was
elected to Congress, 4th District. The
unanimous appointment sidestepped the
recommendation of the Republican Coun-
ty Central Committee where Senator New-
bry received some votes, but where the
majority was for Mrs. Evelyn Nye, former
member of the House (1959) who was
defeated in the November election. Thus
the Newbry name comes back into Ore-
gon State politics.

The new Senator has a background of
public service and a philosophy of gov-
ernment which he made clear when he
sought the appointment by the Central
committee (108 members attending from
more than 80 precincts) in a field of five.
Others were Mrs. Nye, Don Stathos, for-
fer Representative Al Littrell and Ed
Branchfield. The County Court is not
obliged to follow the committee’s recom-
mendation.

In seeking appointment Senator New-
bry made a point of the fact that Jackson
county had not had a legislator residing
outside of Medford (he lives on a ranch
outside of Ashland) in more than 12
years and that at least one of the Jackson
members of the Legislature should be
from outside Medford proper.

“My purpose” Senator Newbry said, “in
seeking this appointment and possibility
of serving in the Oregon State Legisla-
ture, is to do what I can to preserve our
democratic form of government wherein
free enterprise may flourish, individual
initiative be encouraged and the dignity
of the individual will be respected.”

Senator Newbry is 37, having been born

July 18, 1923 at Talent Oregon in Jack-
son county. After Talent grade and Ash-
land High school he did work at Oregon
State College and at Pomona College in
California, but did not graduate, turning
to his family’s orchard activities. He is a
pear grower, partner in the firm of New-
bry Orchards operating 250 acres in pears
and a packing and cold storage plant and
of which he has been manager since 1948
when he was 25. He is married, with a
son of 12. In public and community
service has been President of Ashland
Chamber of Commerce; on Board of Ash-
land-Talent United Fund; on Talent
school board a term, currently on Phoenix
school board; member of Jackson county
Budget Committee two years, and Chair-
man last year, and a member of County
Board of Equalization.

His business affiiliations include Fruit
Growers League of Jackson county; Med-
ford Pear Shippers and Oregon-Washing-
ton-California Pear Bureau.

BOYD OVERHULSE

Senator 1961-63, 17th District, Jefferson, De-
schutes, Crook and Lake Counties. Senate
1957-59 (President 1957); Representative
25th District Crook and Jefferson Counties

1951, 53, 55. Democrat. Lawyer, Madras.

In one of the interesting November
election contests former President of the
Senate (1957) Boyd Overhulse, carried
two of the four counties in his district
over former Republican Representative J
Pat Metke and won out 9,960 to 9,056
and returns to the Senate for his second
four-year term. Metke nosed him out in
Deschutes and Lake counties, but Crook
and Jefferson gave him the 900 vote lead.
Standing out in his work in the Senate,
aside from his quiet but decisive way, was
his judicial fairness upon becoming Presi-
dent in 1957 as the deadlocked compro-
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mise choice after 11 days and 269 roll
calls.

Senator Overhulse, 51, no longer oper-
ates his farm, devoting all his time to law.

Once elected to the House without op-
position; has served as Acting Governor
on occasions; was one of the few in 1957
Senate, when at first Democratic tide was
running, seemed to foresee the deadlock
and acted with restraint, and when elect-
ed President, was eminently fair in com-
mittee appointments. Both Republicans
and Democrats commended him and
awarded him public honor for his han-
dling of the tense situation, never, we be-
lieve, challenging seriously his decisions
or overruling him. He was quick to stop
floor bickering or over-the-desk colloquy,
courteously but firmly reminding mem-
bers to address the Chair.

Not in the Holmes coterie in 1957, he
showed independence then and always;
no seeker of publicity but when he gets
it at variance with procedure as he sees
it, doesn’t hesitate to set the newspapers
straight as he did when The Oregonian
questioned his referral of the bill affect-
ing Multnomah county officials under in-
dictment, to the Multnomah delegation for
first consideration. His letter to the editor
was a classic, in dialect and on legal
grounds that “it is better that one hun-
dred guilty rascals go unpunished than
that one innocent person be punished for
something he did not do,” and that the
“bad bill” richly deserved its uncere-
monial burial which Senate action upheld.

In March 1958 after Governor Holmes
had appointed Gordon Sloan to the Su-

preme bench Sen Overhulse decided to
run for the vacancy and had some leading
Democrats backing him including Sen-
ator Walter Pearson, State Chairman, and
Senators Boivin, Hopkins, Ward Cook,
Phil Brady and C D Gleason among
others.

Born at Watertown SD July 30 1909;
father was a county sup’t of schools and
mother and two sisters have been teach-
ers. Worked and practiced in Portland,
finished Law at U of O; began practice in
Madras in 1935 after being District At-
torney in Jefferson county in 1934, and
reelected three times, resigning in 1948 to
operate his irrigated farm which he has
since sold. Legal firm is Overhulse &
Rodriguez; pres Jefferson County Title
and Abstract Co; attorney for Madras,
Water and Union Hi districts; many
years on school board; Odd Fellow, Elk;
Grange, Lions; director U of O alumni;
former member of Toastmasters Interna-
tional but pretends no flourishes in ora-
tory—doesn’t need to, being effective and
soft-spoken, but spunky. Married Helena
Graham (divorced in March 1960), two
daughters, one Helena Ann now at U of

Has served as
Acting Governor on many occasions dur-
ing Governor Hatfileld’s absence from
Oregon and conducted the high office in
admirable, non-political manner, ruffling
few if any seriously when he exercised his
authority to commute the sentence of a
prisoner after investigation following de-
lay of the Parole Board.

E D (Debbs) Potts, affable, well-
known Mayor of Grants Pass, in being
elected in Nov 1960 over able Repre-
sentative Fayette I Bristol, who sought
to move up from the House, reduced a
Republican seat in the Senate, that held
the last two sessions by C D Cameron,
Republican who didn’t run for reelec-
tion.

Robert W Straub, Democrat, a Dart-
mouth man (Master’s Degree), formerly
in lumber and building contracting busi-
ness and four years a County Commis-
sioner of Lane county is holdover from
Lane having defeated Edwin E Cone vet-
eran House Republican who sought to
move up in 1958.

Mr Straub is 40 and had been Lane
County Commissioner since 1954 and
currently is a vigorous, resourceful and
fighting state Democratic Chairman, and
in view of some aspires to higher office.
(Against better-known names failed to
be chosen as delegate to 1960 National
Convention, which he also sought in
1956.) He was successful in the contract-
ing and lumber business. He holds a
Master’s Degree from Dartmouth in Busi-
ness Administration (with Political sci-
ence). He is a veteran of World War II
(three years in European theater) and
when he filed in 1958 Primary announced
his purpose in entering political life was
to help “accelerate the needed industrial
growth of Oregon.” He also feels that his
work as a Commissioner gives him
a valuable background. He stands for
more basic research at the university and
state college and wants it financed prop-
erly.

Born May 6 1920 in San Francisco. He
was reared on a farm, has worked in the
woods as a choker setter, bucker and
gandy-dancer and as a ditch-digger for a
utility company. He is married (wife
Pat), and they have six children, three
boys and three girls.

Senator Monroe Sweetland is a hold-
over Senator who led his ticket in 1958
for the four-year term. His effort to be
elected Secretary of State in November
was unsuccessful, as it was in 1956. The
November campaign brought him heavily
into the news and pending are trials on
some criminal libel indictments against
several of a group that circulated a print-
ed statement on his early political activ-
ity.

As a young man in politics he set his
course to the left and we think he was
wrong. We have seen him shake off some
of that philosophy and mature, however.
He’s smart as a whip in espousing vote-
getting causes; is a work-horse for the
issues he believes in. For some years he

has pretty much shaped the Democratic

party in Oregon, and it has not all been
harmonious.

In the 1959 session the Senate Demo-
cratic leadership somewhat boxed him in,
giving him committees of importance but
balancing the committees with more con-
servative members. He conducted himself
with skill in the frustrating situation. He
wds Chairman of Education, on Public
Health, Taxation, Agriculture and Game.
He was Vice Chairman of the Interim
Committee on Criminal Law.

In party activity he has, among other
places of leadership, been National Com-
mitteeman and has been a genius in or-
ganizing registration of potential Demo-
crats and others. He was top vote-getter
in his party for Delegate to the National
convention, 123,240, his Senate rival in
1959 Walter Pearson being second with
102,516. He has published newspapers at
Newport and Molalla and at present edits
and publishes the Milwaukie Review. At
one time he published the Oregon Demo-
crat. Wherever he publishes his influence
is felt. He has been in delegations to
Democratic national conventions regu-

Continuing federal funds for the
investigation of possible fraud among
claimants for Oregon Unemployment com-
pensation are wanted by the Advisory
Council of Unemployment Compensation
according to David H Cameron, Commis-
sion. There is fear that the tight federal

budget may cut such funds and seriously
curtail the Oregon program that has been
effective in finding 239 cases involving
overpayment of $30,925, of which $17,645
was recovered and 20 convictions ob-
tained. The Department of Employment
has legal authority to institute both civil
and criminal cases to recover payments
made through willful misrepresentation
or fraud. Continuing federal funds are
needed, the Advisory Council thought, to
do the work. Oregon now has investigators
in six communities. In the last fiscal year
30,639 cases were investigated most of
which turned out to be legitimate claims.

Continuing federal funds for the
investigation of possible fraud among
claimants for Oregon Unemployment com-
pensation are wanted by the Advisory
Council of Unemployment Compensation
according to David H Cameron, Commis-
sion. There is fear that the tight federal
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budget may cut such funds and seriously
curtail the Oregon program that has been
effective in finding 239 cases involving
overpayment of $30,925, of which $17,645
was recovered and 20 convictions ob-
tained. The Department of Employment
has legal authority to institute both civil
and criminal cases to recover payments
made through willful misrepresentation
or fraud. Continuing federal funds are
needed, the Advisory Council thought, to
do the work. Oregon now has investigators
in six communities. In the last fiscal year
30,639 cases were investigated most of
which turned out to be legitimate claims.

His Republican primary nominee oppo-
nent Jack Boon Coos Co Republican
chairman, withdrew from the race and
realtor W L (Bill) Miller went on the
ballot and made a good campaign but
Representative Barton took the seat 14.-
432 to 6,744 typical pretty much of the
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fate of other Republicans in the heavy
Democratic Coos County. We mention
this mainly to show Mr Barton again
will be at Salem with strong support of
his constituency.

Both of his previous sessions have been
busy ones for him, and influential. He
was the 1957 House Taxation chairman,
on State and Federal Affairs and on Inter-
state Cooperation.

Representative Sam Wilderman, Re-
publican, headed his ticket again in the
West subdistrict of Multnomah County
and is back for his third term in the State
Legislature as one of the three Repub-
licans in his subdistrict, the other two
being inexperienced.

A Portland attorney, and widely ex-
perienced in public relations and news
writing Representative Wilderman,
“Sam” to almost everybody, will be one
of only seven lawyers in the House and
two of these will not likely be able to do
much on the House Judiciary committee,
Speaker Duncan a lawyer and Tax Chair-
man Barton, although a lawyer as well
as a title man, not likely to have much
time for that busy committee. This means
no doubt that Representative Wilderman
will carry among other duties usually as-
signed veterans, a heavy Judiciary load
and although in the minority party will
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have some influence as Judiciary can hold
or release bills of importance.

In his previous sessions he has been a
member of the Interim Committee on
Indian Affairs and twice secretary of the
Interim com on Revision of the Criminal
Laws, being chairman of three sub com-
mittees. And, since the Commercial Code
is likely to be up at this session for re-
vision will be watching that. In 1959 in
addition to Judiciary he was on Aleoholic
Control and Military Affairs.

Representative Wilderman has sup-
port of labor but can be discriminating.
He has about as keen a sense on legisla-
tion that affects retailers as any one and
often is able to put them on guard as to
what’s going on. Has a knack at getting
members of both parties together at his
luncheons; is a watchdog en’education
legislation; recognizes a “sleeper” quick-
ly and on some critical issues sometimes
casts the critical deciding vote, regard-

less of party. Oregon Voter won't always
agree with his voting, but in departing
from our views he has some valid argu-
ments for practical political purposes.
